Request for postal votes to Martin by 8th March.

If you regularly attend this church, whether you are a member or not, please do try and come to the
AGM. You are allowed to have your say and vote on any issues that may arise; eldership is the only
vote restricted to members. Please do come along, have your say, see how we work, and help us go
God’s way.

Nomination for eldership

The elders of this church serve for a three year period.
At the AGM Isabel’s & Martin’s period comes to an end.
We ask you to prayerfully consider who you believe
God wants to serve as elders at this time, are there
others that He is wanting to call into eldership?

Nomination of elders:

When a person, the proposer, thinks someone, the
nominee, is being called by God into eldership the
proposer will approach the nominee and ask them to
prayerfully consider whether they are being called into
eldership.

If after prayerful consideration the nominee believes he
or she is being called by God into eldership the
nominee will tell the proposer and the proposer will
pass the nominees name to the elders.

The elders will discuss, prayerfully consider and speak

Church membership

to the nominee. If the elders and the nominee are of
one mind then the name of the nominee will be given
to the church and a secret ballot held at the church
meeting.

Quorum:
For an election of elders the quorum is 60% of church
members in attendance.

Voting:

Postal Votes — will be allowed for those who genuinely
are unable to attend the meeting. It is important to
emphasize that participation at church meetings is an
important part in the life of the church and therefore of
church membership.

For a person to be elected as an elder they will need to
have at least 80% of the votes cast.

Have you considered church membership? If you regularly attend the church, have you considered becoming a
member? We value you, whether you are a member or not, but there is something about making that commitment
and becoming a church member, among other things it says “I believe in what you are trying to do and want to be

part of it”.

Please prayerfully consider whether this is a step that you should be taking, if you are interested then please

speak to one of the elders about it..

China - the Church after the Olympics (from open Doors)

As Chinese people celebrate their New Year on 26
January, Christian leaders are emphasising new
opportunities despite the ongoing challenges to the
Church.

“Our Olympic Games version of the Gospel of John has
been very well received by everyone we have
distributed it to,” says Brother Guang, (name changed
for security ), head of Open Doors’ youth ministry
division in China. "It has been delivered to practically
every province in the nation.

“In one city a youth leader saw it and asked for a large
supply. | had to explain to him that we had none left.
But, in order not to disappoint him, | have promised him
an even better version — the Youth New Testament —
when we begin its delivery soon.”

Guang values your prayers as he oversees these
exciting projects, placing God’s precious Word into the
hands of youth leaders across China

Pastor Chen, one of our co-workers. says “Today the
biggest challenge is to introduce the idea of faith in
God to young people under 30 who have grown up in a
spiritual void where materialism is rampant. They're
facing emptiness and a loss of faith in Marxist ideology.
They are seeking new meaning. The choice is between
materialism and religion.

“Our parents and grandparents had Bibles that spoke
to their hearts, in their own language. But those Bibles
were written in old language that was understandable
to them. Young people today, they struggle to
understand the words and phrases. The words are
from another time. How can we expect them to be
effective followers, if they don’t even have the Word of
God to guide them in their lives?”

Brother Andrew agrees. “The battle for the souls of the
people in China is still on. The requests that come from
China today to us are, ‘Train our young generation and
equip our Sunday School teachers, pastors and
evangelists.’

“We need new materials for China, especially children’s
and youth Bibles. We must continue our efforts and we
must do more. Open Doors is focused on the biggest
need: supplying leadership for the next generation.”

Following research of the issues faced by China’s
urban Christian youth, Open Doors has now designed
a youth Bible that will communicate God’s Word and
biblical principles in a contemporary style. It includes
discussions of topics that relate to young people in
China.

Overwhelmed

Mary-Ann from Open Doors recently visited China. She
met two Sunday School teachers and two girls who told
her of theft love for young people and children in China.
She was so moved to see them weeping as they talked
of their fear that the Church in China would not be
unified or built on biblical teaching.

Mary-Ann said, “These girls seemed overwhelmed by
the size of the task before them and before the rest of
the Church in China.”

Mary-Ann also spoke to other young people who
described the opposition they face from their families
because of their faith. She said, “One girl, Shirley, was
also in tears as she asked us to pray for strength and
encouragement to hold on and learn all she needed
from the Bible to stand firm.”

Church under threat

Sadly the Olympic Games have not only brought
opportunities for the Gospel, but also new pressures
and threats. Beijing house church leaders were asked
not to hold services between 15 July and 15 October.
Those who refused are now set to face ‘disciplinary
action’.

It is also being reported that the Communist Party is
instigating a nationwide campaign against four
‘unstable social elements’ — dissidents, human rights
defenders, petitioners and house church leaders. This
is meant to coincide with a new campaign for 20 more
years of political and social stability’ in China.

China Aid reports that religious persecution is
intensifying. In one city, Yichun, all house churches
have been banned. In Henan province, 28 house
church leaders have been in prison or in labour camps
since July 2007, accused of being ‘evil cult’ members
One was sentenced to seven years in prison.

Beijing bookstore owner. Shi Weihan, was first arrested
almost a year ago on charges of printing unauthorised
Christian books Despite widespread international
concern, including campaigning by Open Doors’
supporters, Shi is still awaiting the outcome of his trial.
While in prison he has been denied proper medical
care for his diabetes, and he has lost so much weight
that his family struggles to recognize him.

like many others in Beijing, Shi’s church was closed as
the authorities clamped down prior to the Olympics.
But, wonderfully, Shi’s bookstore remained open
throughout the Games, in a prime location near to the
Olympic Village
