Junkie meets Jesus in a Trash Can
The amazing true story of a hardened drug addict's encounter with Jesus in a rubbish 
bin, in prison, and how that encounter changed his life.

Colin Garnett grew up in Stockport, South Manchester, in a tough working-class culture. 
A teenage involvement with alcohol, amphetamines and violence led to an adult heroin 
addiction. For many years he was lost in a crime-and-drugs lifestyle and did time in 27 
different prisons.  But on 17 June 1993, in a prison chapel, he received Jesus Christ as 
his Lord and Saviour. From that moment God began to transform Colin�s life. He 
became a highly effective evangelist with a special ministry to those in prison and those 
trapped in drug addiction.

Today Colin leads Bethesda Christian Rehab in South Africa, helping others to find 
freedom from drugs through a personal relationship with Jesus.

Bin the other
Colin Garnett is a well known preacher and evangelist who works with addicts and their 
families to bring freedom and reconciliation.  In 'Bin the Other' he tells his own story: of 
a life recovered from drug abuse and violence. The story shows the reconciling power of 
God into the most fragmented family. It offers hope to every prisoner in every prison cell 
all over the world. The story brings hope to every confused family member of every 
seemingly hopeless case of addiction.

His 
conversion to Christ and subsequent spiritual liberty strongly challenges contemporary 
theories that drug addiction is a disease, and supports the Biblical promise that 'when 
The Son sets you free you shall be free indeed' (John 8:36).

There are three good reasons why 'Conditions, Directions and 
Solutions of Addictions' is a remarkable booklet and it is a privilege to 
commend it to you. In the first place, it is remarkable because of its 
author. Colin Garnett grew up in a tough district of South Manchester, 
drifting easily into a wasted youth of drug addiction fed by low level 
criminality. This was not a man whom one would have thought would 
one day write a booklet about how addicts can be rehabilitated. 
Praise God that, in his cell in Verne Prison, Colin had a life changing 
encounter with Jesus Christ - and was baptised in a wheelie bin in the 
prison chapel! On leaving prison, he went on a lengthy retreat and 
was later accepted at Bible College - the criminal drug addict with no 
academic background graduated with a university degree and was 
ordained as a Minister. He worked first with the charity, 'Hope Now', 
which sent him to South Africa and with whom he developed his 
approach to rehabilitation. He then founded Bethesda - the 
rehabilitation ministry where he practices what he preaches in this 
booklet.
