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The King’'s School — Reaching New Horizons

‘How beautiful on the mountain are the feet of them that
preach the gospel of peace’. Handel’'s wonderful aria
based on the words of the Old Testament could not be
more appropriate for The King’s School, Fair Oak this
term. In February a team of 12 pupils visited the
mountains of Kigali in Rwanda to serve and support a
growing African school. This will be the second year
that such a mission has taken place bringing
encouragement to a nation torn apart in recent years by
division. The reward for pupils and teachers alike is the
experience of a lifetime, learning alongside some of the
poorest and neediest people in the world. Pupils lead
sessions in sport and drama and take part in special
meetings in the evening. The national radio station
features a live daily programme hosted by the team, yet
another opportunity for young people at The King’s
School to develop unique skills. Head Master Paul
Johnson said 'The most moving part of the visit is how
well we are received by the local people, especially the
children. As soon as the bus arrives at the school, we
are surrounded by hundreds of smiling faces all eager
to hear what we have to share. The reality is that it is
we that learn far more from the experience and our
plan is to arrange a visit every year.

Meanwhile, back home, another set of beautiful feet are

also making an impact. The newly launched
‘Footprints’, the School’s Early Years provision at Quob
Lane has seen a record number of visitors and
enquiries. The setting is one of the few that allows
collaborative working between all children aged 3-5
years. A recent OFSTED inspection reported the
teaching as outstanding.

The surge in interest has also been experienced at the
Senior School on Allington Lane. The opening of the
new building has led to a massive response for places
in next year’s Year 7. The School now has a waiting
list in place and is keen to urge parents to act quickly if
they want to secure places in future years. Steve
Haines, Chairman of Trustees said, 'Planning for the
recent significant rise in pupil numbers is challenging,
especially in the current financial climate. We are
doing all we can to complete our expansion programme
as soon as possible. It is no surprise to us that parents
are drawn to the School. We provide a safe, secure
and above all exciting and stimulating environment.
This comes from our desire to see children grow up in
the love of God.'

Reeling in the USA

They’re over-paid, over-pampered and over there.

Britain’s top movie stars like Keira Knightly and Ewan
McGregor are taking Hollywood by storm.

Now a new film project from the Bible Society is leading
the latest Brit invasion — and putting the truth back into
Tinsel Town.

Reel Issues is the online resource already helping UK
Christians and their friends get to grips with the latest
big screen blockbuster from a biblical view.

From redemption in The Kite Runner to sacredness in
Superman, Reel Issues’ offers a fun and challenging
insight into the relevance of the Bible to the silver
screen and people’s lives.

Now the American Bible Society sees the potential of
Reel Issues and wants to invest in it. They recognise
the expertise in culture facing initiatives developed
here, in England and Wales, and want to draw
Stateside churches into the experience.

Lindsay Shaw, Reel Issues UK editor believes this
unique collaboration will take the project to a new level,
combining talents and expertise on both sides of the
pond.

‘The Americans love going to the movies. They
probably watch more films than anyone else and are
proud that Hollywood is the world film capital with an
international reach.

‘Films can make you happy, sad, angry and
questioning. They raise issues about the things we

hope for, value and feel most deeply.

‘Reel Issues is a chance to help people debate issues,
share experiences, struggles and beliefs that arise
onscreen. Research shows men in particular find it
easier to talk about issues affecting them through the
characters or plot of a film.’

Lindsay said the American Bible Society is especially
keen to reach the under- 35s They make up the largest
audience share at the cinema.

With official figures showing movie audiences rising
despite a world-wide recession, America feels the time
is right to launch a similar project in the States.

'Churches and ministries need to be pro-active in
choosing tools which will help build bridges between
the Bible and 21st century life,” explained Lindsay.

‘Reel Issues meets that challenge. It is unique in that it
uses a wide range of film writers who offer an easy-to-
run, flexible approach to talking about a movie and its
relevance to Scripture.

‘Material can be easily downloaded from our website
and used in parish or school situations. We give a
synopsis of the story, talk about the characters and
themes and bring it all into context with the Bible and
society today.’

He added, This collaboration with the American Bible
Society will take Reel Issues to a new level. Itis

exciting to be working with our US colleagues on a
shared love of the Bible and film.’

Bible Society has stepped up its relationship with the
silver screen in recent years. A few months ago, it won
a Hollywood award for an entry in the prestigious 168
film competition.

This annual event challenges film makers to produce a
ten-minute movie in 168 hours, or one week, based on
a biblical verse.

Michael Pfundner, Bible and Church Development
Officer explained two more exciting projects are about
to roll.

‘Next year, Bible Society will run The Pitch,’ he said.
‘This is a competition for film makers, with the winners
being supported in making sure their film is entered in
the 168 competition.

'In addition, Reel Issues will introduce a youth stream in
conjunction with Urban Saints (formerly the Crusaders

youth organisation), to help youth leaders in the UK
tackle the issues and decisions young people face.’

Michael believes the Bible has a lot to say about the
classic themes and issues portrayed on the big screen.

‘Scripture did epics, action, romance, and revenge,
long before Hollywood got in on the act,” he smiled.

‘The Bible is full of love, passion, hate and betrayal.
There are even a few good chase scenes such as the
Israelites crossing the Red Sea and the special effects
are pretty good too.

‘We can't ignore the influence cinema has on people’s
lives. How many Monday morning office conversations
begin “did anyone see that movie on Saturday night.”
With Reel Issues hitting the States, now American
audiences can say they’ve seen it from a biblical
perspective.’

It may be several months to the Oscars ceremony, but
Reel Issues US-style is certainly out to win awards in

You, Me and the Mess we’re in by David Wrighton

Everybody is bewildered by the current global financial
chaos. No one knows when it will all end. But vast
numbers of people worldwide are affected.

There was little sympathy for Lehman Brothers
employees. Was it all their fault? Many highly talented
people lost their jobs. Others did not “earn” their
massive bonuses. They are still human and have
suffered. Does it all go back to sub-prime mortgages?
Bad decisions were made but not in all banks. The
Financial Services Authority did not do enough. Had
they done more, would the Press have accused them
of stifling the creativity of our financial institutions?

If you allow someone enough rope to hang themselves,
it does not mean they have to do it. Bad management
plays a part. But churches are not good at commenting
on economic matters, particularly in times of crisis. We
can talk about wealth and greed, how wealth is come
by, how it is used, but should we have a theology of
banking, of debt? Or is it stewardship?

Whatever happens, Many have already suffered or will
suffer:

e Those who have made bad decisions which they
regret.

¢ “Innocent” finance sector workers who have lost
their livelihoods;

e Others who now face uncertainty.

e The long-term unemployed. Is work even further
away for them?

In this uncertainty, we need to understand what has
happened, learn for the future, and care for those who
suffer — care for each other — now.
