Shoebox Delivery Diary 2008

Day 1

This year’'s team comprised of
Maria Scard (professional
photographer and friend of Link
Romania), Jim Thompson (long
term supporter and

Area Collector from the north of

England), Alan Thompson (Jim’s

brother and another Area

Collector) and Lisa Hector (Link
Romania, General Manager). First stop in Romania,
Brasov in the south east.

Day 2

We went outside in the

morning, to be

confronted by the first

snow of the year. We

drove off and went to a

very poor village a few

miles away. We were

shocked when we first

saw it as it looked

utterly desolate. On the

edge of the river,

children played in the

mud and many of the houses were in a very bad state
of repair.

We walked between houses and the children played
around us. No playground for them and when we gave
some teddies out, that supporters had kindly knitted,
their eyes lit up. That something so simple can cause
such delight in a child’s eyes is amazing.

Day 3

After shopping for food parcels for very poor families,
we were driven to the local bus station for our 12 hour
overnight bus trip from Romania over the border to
Moldova. Yes it was all the horrors we imagined it
would be. No National Express for us! Think of your
most basic bus with hard seats, then think of a constant
temperature of about 25C and then of crossing the
border at midnight while Romanian and Moldovan
guards take turns to quiz you on what you are doing
there—oh joy! Arrived in Chisinau, the capital at 5am a
little worse for wear.

Day 4

We were collected by Ruvim & Pasa and driven to their
village of Cosnita. There we loaded up the shoeboxes
that had already arrived a couple of days before and
set off on our first stop which was the local orphanage
for disabled children. We travelled about an hour
outside Cosnita to this wonderful establishment dealing
with children who had been abandoned.

Once again smiles of joy and squeals of delight as

each child was handed a shoebox and found so many
